To receive the Clerks report 

The full Clerks report is set out Appendix 2 of the agenda papers.

Complaint received re Quarry lorries and lorries accessing a new housing development using the B4379 and issues relating to speeding within the Parish.

The Clerk has contacted Highways to request that they contact the quarry owners (as a minimum) to request that vehicles leaving their site use the correct routes.
A parishioner has been recording details of the lorries that are using this road, Councillor K Turley agreed to forward the contact details for licensing who together with Planning and Highways should be able to assist with approaching the Quarry over the potential breech of conditions relating to vehicle movements to and from the Quarry.

Councillor A Edwards has been contacting the Police relating to the speeding problems within the Parish, Councillor N Pulker has also helped by contacting the Crime Commissioner for assistance on this matter.

Action: Councillor A Edwards to progress issues relating to the speeding of traffic through the village, and the potential unlawful use of the B4379 by HGV traffic from the quarry and possibly local Housing Development sites with the Police and Planning and Highways services of Shropshire Council.

Update on benches for the play area

The benches are due to be delivered to a local farmer, who will when the Council are ready place them on the playing field in as near to their desired location as possible.  A contractor will then concrete the benches in situe.

Action: Clerk to organise contractor to install benches.
Tree Damage at Heath Hill update

Trees - email including plan and images sent to the Councils tree team.  The Clerk has asked them to inspect the damaged trees, if any remedial works are required they will send us the report. 
The Police were also informed of the damage, but it is unlikely a prosecution will take place.

This was noted.

Traffic Bollards on the edge of the New Pathway update

Graham Downes has sen the following information – an email and plan has been sent to our contractors asking them to arrange instalment of the bollards.  We don't have a date as yet but it should be long before they have been installed.  Again, I will update you when they have programmed the work.

Clerk requested an update from Graham Downs, Councillor N Pulker reported he had spoken to Highways and signage on the laybys is to be installed before Christmas, and in the new year they will be filled in.

The Chairman met with the Flood Officer and Local resident to discuss on site the problems in one of the areas. Since then, no further updates have been received. In addition the area at the bottom of Damson Lane is also flooding and needs attention.

Previous minute:- Action: Clerk to contact South Staffordshire District Council re the proposed development on the bordering A41 and mechanism for being informed of relevant site allocations or Planning Proposals.
The Clerk received a response from SSDC is that there is no development planned at this time near this area.

Memorial Bench – Heath Hill
Previous minute - Action: Clerk to thank Club for the provision of the facility and their maintenance of the area over many years and advise placement of article in Parish Magazine and website to publicise need for volunteers to assist them.

Previous minute - Action:  It was agreed that the Clerk talk to the resident who has raised this issue  to clarify perceived extent of dislike among the Community to these items and discuss what other solutions eg if a display elsewhere on the Church Gates or Heath Hill Butter Cross, Bus Shelter etc might be a better option. Summary to be circulated to Councillors for decision as soon as possible.

Planning applications

PLANNING REFERENCE - 20/04782/FUL

DEVELOPMENT PROPOSED - Erection of stable building with ten stables, a tack room and hay barn and associated stable yard (using existing Marsh Lane access)

LOCATION: - Stabling, Yew Tree Farm, Crackleybank, Shifnal, Shropshire.

Action: It was agreed by all members to:-

Recommend Approval subject to Highways being satisfied that the access along Marsh Lane to the A5 is adequate for the use of an equine business and if improvements are required these must form part of the planning approval.  In addition there should be signs stating that access to this business is only through one route from the A5 not through Sheriffhales village.

Address:  Workshop Development West Of, Yew Tree Farm, Crackleybank, Shifnal, Shropshire

Proposal:  Conversion of agricultural building to four workshops with stores above; erection of building to comprise eight workshops; to include some demolition; improvements to parking area; installation of bio-disk treatment plant

Reference:  20/04780/FUL  (validated: 27/11/2020)

Address:  Workshop Development West Of, Yew Tree Farm, Crackleybank, Shifnal, Shropshire

Proposal:  Erection of a workshop with ancillary showroom in association with relocation of forklift hire and sales business; formation of new vehicular access (closure of existing); formation of parking/servicing areas; installation of bio-disk treatment plant; erection of a double garage for Yew Tree Farmhouse (modification to previously approved)

Action: It was agreed by all members to:-

Recommend Refusal on the grounds that it is an over commercial development in the greenbelt / rural area. This application should be discussed at a full Planning meeting not delegated to Officers for decision.

The Highways design team need to visit the site to assess the 2 new entrance and exit points onto the A5, to evaluate the safest option for traffic entering and leaving the site onto this very busy main A road.

It was noted that comments had not been given from the Parish on the Traffic Assessment and this document should be commented on at the same time.
